Australian Dinosaurs

Although dinosaur remains so
far found in Australia have
generally been limited and
somewhat fragmented, what has
been unearthed shows that
there were many dinosaurs
once existed .

Great Sauropods, the plant eating, quadrapedal dinosaurs, like the Brachiosaurs,

Brontosaurus and Diplodocus, also lived in Australia during Mes0zO0ic times.
Remains of large sauropod dinosaurs already discovered in Australia include:

Rhoetosaurus (pronounced reto_saw_rus) These dinosaur remains were found in Queensland
in 1920.

Austrosaurus (pronounced oz_tro_saw_rus) This dinosaur was 17 metres long and was found
in Queensland in 1930

Hughenden Sauropod (pronounced hoo_gen_den saw_o_pod) This dinosaur was 20 - 222
metres long and was found in Queensland.

Theropod (pronounced tero_pod) These dinosaur remains were found in Wonthaggi,Victoria.

Rapator ( pronounced rap_a_taw) The bones of this dinosaur were found at Lightning Ridge in
New south Wales

Kakuru ( pronounced kak_oo_roo) This dinosaur was found in Andamooka, South Australia
Muttaburrasaurus (mutta_burra_saw_rus) This dinosaur was found in Queensland.

Fulgurotherium ( pronounced ful_gur_o_tear_ium) These dinosaur remains were found in
Bictoira

Minmi (pronounced min_mi) This dinosaur remains were found in Roma and boulia in
Queensland

Megalosauropus broomensis ( pronounced mega_lo_saw_ro_poos broom_en_sis) This
dinosaur was found at the beach near Broome, Western Australia
